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Fund Accounts and to ensure that pension is paid immediately
on retirement of the emplovees. Besides this, Government
have decided that before VAT is introduced, in all Sales Tax
gates, Sales Tax Circle Offices and Inspecting offices,
Computers will be introduced. Other decisions of the State
Government include introduction of computerisation in
formulation of plans from grass root level to the State level,
reconstitution of the District Level Planning Committee and
Planning Board at the State Level, computerisation of land
records and treasuries and taking up immediate steps for
constitution of Western Orissa Development Council etc.

In pursuance of the aforesaid decisions, steps are being
taken to distribute the granis recommended by the EFC at
Panchayat level to assist them to take up 5 basic services.

Out of 65.5 lakh hectares of cultivable land, irrigable
land is 59 lakh hectares, Steps are being taken to provide
urrigation facilities to 25,15,000 hectares of agricultural land
by the end of June,2001. But in this context, we have to take

“more accelerated irrigation programme to expand irrigation
‘\‘ facilities. Our farmers are most lzborious and they know the
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economic use of water. If irrigation facilities are provided to
these laborious and skilled farmers of the districts traditionally
strickm-by drought, they can convert the barren land into
green patches. State Government have decided to implement
the new irrigation programme of Biju Jala Dana Yojana [ﬁiju
Krushak Vikash Yojana) in the coming year. State
Government have decided to provide irrigation facilities to
unirrigated lands through small flow irrigation, lift irrigation,
ground waterservice water, water shed projects ctc These

programmes are to be implemented in the pattern adopted in -

Assam. 70% of the project cost is to be bome by the State
Govermnment in shape of grant and 30% is to be provided by
the beneficiary farmers of the projects. The beneficiary
farmers would constitute Water Panchayats and contribute
their share in proportion to benefit of the user farmers. The
concerned minor irrigatioin or Lift Irrigation officials would
construct these projects and on completion, these projects
would be handed over to Panchayats along with ownership. If
members of the Panchayat are not nlhle to arrange 30% of their
share out of their own resources, NABARD have agreed to
instruct the concerned bank to provide the required foan to the
beneficiary farmers .State Government have decided to take
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necessary legal steps to empower the Pani Panchayats for
management, maintenance, regulating water supply and
collection of water rate. State Government have also decided

i to implement these irrigation projects through establishment
" of tube wells, shallow tube wells, nvery lift points or
irrigation through Kata and tanks. Target for construction of

| at least 1000 Lift points and 300 Tank Irrigation Projects has
been fixed for the coming financial year.. NABARD has
promised to provide financial support for those projects.
Based on this assurance, provision has been made in the
budget of the next year.

(b) At present, physically handicapped persons are getting

While revenue deficit during
1999-2000 was Rs.2573.87 cr., after taking into account the
economy measures and restraints in Non-Plan expenditure, the
revenue deficit for the current year was estimated at
Rs.2251.25 cr.
